NATO Secretary General Mark Rutte
Visits Sarajevo, Reaffirms Support for
Bosnia and Herzegovina

NATO Secretary General Mark Rutte paid a visit to
Bosnia and Herzegovina on March 10th, 2025, and
held high-level meetings with the members of the
Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina, the
Chairwoman of the Council of Ministers, the Minister
and Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs, the Minister
and Deputy Ministers of Defense, the Acting
Minister of Security, the Commander of NATO
Headquarters Sarajevo, the High Representative for
BiH, and the Commander of the EUFOR mission.

Meeting with NATO Secretary General Mark Rutte

During his visit, Secretary General Rutte called on political leaders to uphold peace, constitutional order, and
the integrity of state institutions, reiterating that any attempts to undermine the Dayton Agreement are
unacceptable. He stressed that NATO would not allow a security vacuum in Bosnia and Herzegovina and
reaffirmed the Alliance's active support to BiH's defense and security structures.

The visit took place shortly after the Council of Ministers of Bosnia and Herzegovina adopted the 2024
Reform Programme at its 72nd session, underscoring the country's continued engagement in NATO's
Partnership for Peace framework. The programme demonstrates BiH's institutional commitment to
coordinated reforms at all levels of government and was submitted to NATO Headquarters by the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs. Secretary General Rutte welcomed this progress and expressed NATO's readiness to deepen
cooperation through the Political Cell, Defense Capacity Building Package, and continued support to a
unified BiH Armed Forces.

Deputy Foreign Minister Josip Brki¢ Highlights Reform Progress and Strategic
Priorities at 13th Session of the Joint Committee on Defense and Security

Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of Bosnia and
Herzegovina and Chair of the BiH Commission for
Cooperation with NATO, Mr. Josip Brki¢, participated in
the 13th session of the Joint Committee on Defense
and Security on March 25, 2025. The session focused on
BiH's ongoing cooperation with NATO, the status of the
Reform Programme, and future priorities. Brki¢
underscored the unanimous adoption of the 2024
Reform Programme by the Council of Ministers and
confirmed its submission to NATO Headquarters in
Brussels. He emphasized the need to initiate self-
assessments of the 2023 and 2024 Reform
Programmes and to begin drafting the 2025 Reform
Programme, reiterating NATO Secretary General Mark
Rutte's strong support for BiH's sovereignty and

Considering the current
political circumstances in Bosnia and Herzegovina, she stressed that the European Union will not allow the
progress achieved to be compromised.

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The EU's strong active role in Bosnia and Herzegovina with a view to monitoring progress in meeting key
priorities, implementing reforms, and aligning the legislation with EU acquis remains unquestionable. In
this context, it was underlined that the appointment of the Chief Negotiator and the negotiation team is
crucial for the successful start of the negotiation process, with a focus on further aligning legislation with
the acquis. It was also pointed out that Bosnia and Herzegovina must seize the current momentum to

continue advancing on its European path.

The Steering Committee Meeting of the Network
of the Ministries of Foreign Affairs of the Western
Balkans Region

Regional Cooperation in the context
of the acceleration of the process of
the European Integration

The Steering Committee Meeting of the Network
of the Ministries of Foreign Affairs of the Western
Balkans Region was held in Skopje, with the
support of GIZ Regional Cooperation for EU
Integration program (RCEI). The implementation of
the activities outlined in the Operational Plan for
2024, planning activities for the Berlin Process 2025
and the involvement of the MFA Network in its
preparatory activities, as well as the exchange of
views on current issues related to the MFA Network
were discussed at the meeting.

Regarding the Berlin Process coordination platform, participants highlighted the importance of establishing
collaboration with the new host of the 2025 Berlin Process Summit (UK) to effectively coordinate and plan
MFA Network meetings and prepare for the Summit. It was proposed to hold two BP coordination meetings:
the first in early April in Sarajevo, in coordination with representatives from the UK, to discuss their priorities
and align the future involvement of the MFA Network in BP preparations and second, in Podgorica in
cooperation with the BP host. It was also emphasized that the Regional Cooperation Council (RCC) should be
invited to participate in these coordination meetings. After the Steering Committee meeting in Skopje, a
joint meeting of the MFA-GIZ-RCC was held in Sarajevo, where it was agreed that the first coordination
meeting will be held on April 7 at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Bosnia and Herzegovina. The Steering
Committee meeting was concluded with elaboration on the 2025 draft operational plan for the MFA

Network.
