The European Commission published The European Commission's
2024 report on Bosnia and Herzegovina, which evaluates the country's
progress towards EU accession. In Chapter 31: Foreign, security, and
defense policy, a positive assessment was given because Bosnia and
Herzegovina has achieved full alignment with EU CFSP positions and
declarations, thus signaling its clear commitment to the EU path.

As the only chapter in which visible progress has been recorded, this
recognition is a confirmation of Bosnia and Herzegovina's
commitment to European integration and the efforts of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of Bosnia and Herzegovina and other competent
institutions in harmonizing with EU CFSP, thus actively contributing
to regional stability and international peace. By participating in the
EU's crisis management missions and supporting the common
security and defense policy, Bosnia and Herzegovina shows its
responsibility towards international security principles and European
values.

The Declaration initiated by Bosnia and Herzegovina
within the Berlin Process, marks a diplomatic
milestone as the first such initiative led by a Western
Balkan country. It underscores Bosnia and
Herzegovina’s commitment to fostering dialogue,
regional stability, and mutual cooperation as
essential foundations for EU integration. 

By emphasizing economic ties, cultural exchange,
and constructive engagement, the declaration
highlights the shared vision of a unified and
prosperous Western Balkans, reinforcing Bosnia and
Herzegovina’s leadership in promoting peace and
reconciliation in the region.

Cooperation and Development (BMZ).

The topics of the intergovernmental negotiations
held in Berlin included: political dialogue on
development cooperation; climate and energy,
including a just transition; economic development,
training, and employment; good governance and
regional governance projects; and cooperation in
other areas (demining, gender issues).

Germany committed to providing Bosnia and
Herzegovina with a new amount of 157.5 million
euros for bilateral technical and financial
cooperation for the 2024–2025 period.

The BMZ is engaged in Bosnia and Herzegovina not
only through bilateral development cooperation but
also via a wide range of other instruments. Regional
projects, significantly present, and contribute to
various sectoral development initiatives related to
Bosnia and Herzegovina's accession to the
European Union. 

Inter-governmental negotiations

The delegations were led by Momir Brajić, Acting
Assistant Minister for Bilateral Affairs at the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of Bosnia and Herzegovina, and
Ambassador Muriel Peneveyre, Head of the Eurasia
Division within the Swiss Federal Department of
Foreign Affairs.

During the consultations, both sides reviewed the
current state of bilateral relations, exchanged
perspectives on key developments, and explored
opportunities for regional and multilateral
cooperation. The discussions were conducted in an
open and constructive atmosphere, underscoring
the continued strengthening of ties between
Bosnia and Herzegovina and Switzerland.
